The exterior of the appliance's rear panel becomes very hot during
operation. Never touch the hot surface of the appliance's rear panel. Keep &
children away from the appliance — Risk of burns.
The water from condensation is not drinking water and may be

contaminated with fluff.

Do not use the dryer if it is defective or if you suspect that it is.

Repairs must only be carried out by the after-sales service.

Do not use the dryer if the mains cable is defective. To avoid danger, only have the
defective mains cable replaced by the after-sales service.

For safety reasons, you must only use genuine spare parts and accessories.

Pull out the appliance plug, then cut off the mains cable from the appliance.
Dispose of the appliance at a municipal waste disposal site.

Packaging: Keep all packaging out of reach of babies and children — Risk

of suffocation.

All materials are environmentally sound and can be reused.

Dispose of them in an environmentally-responsible manner.
