Preparing the appliance for
first use

1. Remove any packaging material.

2. Remove any stickers or film.

3. Unwind the power cord to the required
length.

4. Insert mains plug.

v A signal sounds. The symbols and the
light bar in the touch display light up
briefly.

5. Fill the kettle with fresh, cold water, add
a tablespoon of vinegar and bring to the
boil.

Repeat the process without adding vin-
egar.

= To end the heating process early, press
the on/off button again.

= |f you lift the kettle from the base and put
it down again, the boiling process will
not continue.

= The light bar flashes at the set temperat-
ure. When a temperature of 70 °C is
reached, the light bar fills up from the left
and displays the temperature reached so
far.

= The temperature can be changed at any
time during the heating process. The re-
quired temperature must be higher than
the temperature of the water in the kettle.

Using the keep warm function

The keep warm function automatically

maintains the set temperature for

30 minutes after the heating process.

1. Press $§ to switch on the keep warm
function.

Troubleshooting
