Troubleshooting

The appliance switches off before the

water has boiled.
Build-up of limescale in the appliance.
» Descale the appliance.

Water collects at the base.
Condensation may form for reasons of
physics.
Note: The formation of condensation is
normal and harmless.

» Pull out the mains plug and dry the base
with a cloth.
