Defect — Do not use the dryer if it is defective or if you suspect that it is.
Repairs must only be carried out by the after-sales service.

- Do not use the dryer with a faulty mains cable. In order to avoid risk, have the

mains lead replaced only by our after-sales service.

Spare parts — Only use genuine spare parts and accessories for safety reasons.

Disposal - Dryer: Disconnect the mains plug, then cut the mains cable off the appliance.
Dispose of the appliance at a public disposal site.

- Packaging: Do not allow children access to items of packaging
