How to adjust

- Switch on ON/OFF switch.

— Press and hold down the START button.

- Rotate programme selector by one notch to the left or to the right.

- Release button.
The salt refill indicator S flashes and the display = is lit (= Setting 1).

Change the setting as follows:
- Rotate programme selector until the required setting has been selected.

- Press START button.
The display S goes out. The selected setting is saved.
