1 Safety

Observe the following safety instructions.

1.1 General information

LT

® Read this instruction manual carefully.

m Keep the instruction manual and the product information safe
for future reference or for the next owner.

= Do not connect the appliance if it has been damaged in transit.

1.2 Intended use

Only use this appliance:

® For washing machine-washable fabrics and hand-washable wool
in accordance with the care label.

= \With tap water and commercially available detergents and care
products suitable for washing machines.

® |n private households and in enclosed spaces in a domestic en-
vironment.

= Up to an altitude of max. 4000 m above sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged 8 or over and by
people who have reduced physical, sensory or mental abilities or
inadequate experience and/or knowledge, provided that they are
supervised or have been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting dangers.

Children must not play with the appliance.

Cleaning and user maintenance must not be performed by chil-
dren unless they are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 3 years and pets away from the
appliance.
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1.4 Safe installation
Take note of the safety instructions when installing the appliance.

/A WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

Improper installation is dangerous.

» Connect and operate the appliance only in accordance with the
specifications on the rating plate.

» Connect the appliance to a power supply with alternating cur-
rent only via a properly installed socket with earthing.

» The protective conductor system of the domestic electrical in-
stallation must be properly installed. The installation must have
a sufficiently large cross section.

» When using a residual current circuit breaker, only use a type
with the mark.

» Never equip the appliance with an external switching device,
e.g. a timer or remote control.

» When the appliance is installed, the mains plug of the power
cord must be freely accessible. If free access is not possible, an
all-pole isolating switch must be installed in the permanent elec-
trical installation according to the installation regulations.

» When installing the appliance, check that the power cable is not
trapped or damaged.

If the insulation of the power cord is damaged, this is dangerous.

portation using transit bolts. Transit

» Before transport, fit the transit bolts
fully in order to prevent damage in
transit.

Material damage may be caused if

the water inlet hose is connected in-

3.1 Disposing of packaging

3.2 Save energy and con-
serve resources

If you follow these instructions, your
appliance will use less electricity and
less water.

Choose programmes with low tem-
peratures and longer wash times and
use maximum load capacity

— Page 25.

v Energy consumption and water
consumption is most efficient.

Use the economy programme set-

tings.

v If you adjust the programme set-
tings for a programme, the display
shows the expected consumption.

Add — Page 37 detergent based on
the laundry's degree of soiling.

v For light to normal soiling, a smal-
ler amount of detergent is suffi-
cient. Observe the dosage recom-
mendation from the detergent
manufacturer.

Reduce the washing temperature for
lightly and normally soiled laundry.

v At low temperatures, the appliance
consumes less energy. For light to
normal soiling, lower temperatures
than indicated on the care label
are also sufficient.

Set the maximum spin speed if you
want to dry the laundry in a tumble
dryer afterwards.

v The drier the laundry, the shorter
the programme duration when dry-
ing which, in turn, reduces energy
consumption. A higher spin speed
reduces the residual moisture in
the laundry and increases the
volume of the spin noise.

Wash the laundry without prewash.

v Washing with prewash increases
the programme duration and in-
creases energy and water con-
sumption.

The appliance has a continuous
automatic load adjustment function.

v Depending on the type of fabric
and load capacity, the continuous
automatic load adjustment func-
tion optimally adjusts the water
consumption and programme dur-
ation.

The appliance comes with an Aqua-
Sensor.

v During the rinse cycle, the Aqua-
Sensor checks the degree of tur-
bidity of the rinsing water, and ad-
justs the duration and number of
rinse cycles accordingly.

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3.3 Energy saving mode
