® |n private households and in enclosed
spaces in a domestic environment.

= Up to an altitude of max. 2000 m above
sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged
8 or over and by people who have reduced
physical, sensory or mental abilities or inad-
equate experience and/or knowledge,
provided that they are supervised or have
been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Children must not play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

1.4 Safe use

Always place accessories in the cooking com-
partment the right way round.
— "Accessories”, Page 10

/A WARNING - Risk of fire!

Combustible objects that are left in the cook-

ing compartment may catch fire.

» Never store combustible objects in the
cooking compartment.



» |f smoke is emitted, the appliance must be
switched off or the plug must be pulled out
and the door must be held closed in order
to stifle any flames.

Loose food remnants, fat and meat juices

may catch fire.

» Before using the appliance, remove the
worst of the food residues and remnants
from the cooking compartment, heating ele-
ments and accessories.

Opening the appliance door creates a

draught. Greaseproof paper may come into

contact with the heating element and catch
fire.

» Never place greaseproof paper loosely
over accessories when preheating the ap-
pliance and while cooking.

» Always cut greaseproof paper to size and
use a plate or baking tin to hold it down.

/A WARNING - Risk of burns!

The appliance and its parts that can be

touched become hot during use.

» Caution should be exercised here in order
to avoid touching heating elements.

» Young children under 8 years of age must
be kept away from the appliance.

Accessories and cookware get very hot.

» Always use oven gloves to remove ac-
cessories or cookware from the cooking
compartment.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any al-

coholic vapours inside may catch fire.

» Only use small quantities of drinks with a
high alcohol content in food.

» Open the appliance door carefully.

/A WARNING - Risk of scalding!

The accessible parts of the appliance become

hot during operation.

» Never touch these hot parts.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

Hot steam may escape when you open the

appliance door. Steam may not be visible, de-

pending on the temperature.

» Open the appliance door carefully.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

If there is water in the cooking compartment

when it is hot, this may create hot steam.

» Never pour water into the cooking compart-
ment when the cooking compartment is
hot.

Scratched glass in the appliance door may

develop into a crack.

» Do not use any harsh or abrasive cleaners
or sharp metal scrapers to clean the glass
on the oven door, as they may scratch the
surface.

1.5 Steam

hot if you operate the appliance for long peri-

» Always empty the water tank after using the
steam function.

Hot steam is generated in the cooking com-

partment.

» Do not reach into the cooking compartment
when using steam.

Hot liquid may spill over the sides of the ac-

cessory when it is removed from the cooking

compartment.

» Remove hot accessories with care and al-
ways wear oven gloves.

/A WARNING - Risk of fire!

Due to the hot surfaces, vapours from flam-

mable liquids may catch fire in the cooking

compartment (explosion). The appliance door

may spring open. Hot steam and jets of flame

may escape.

» Do not pour flammable liquids (e.g. alco-
holic drinks) into the water tank.

» Only fill the water tank with water or with
the descaling solution we have recommen-
ded.

1.6 Meat probe

/A WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

Using the wrong meat probe could damage

the insulation.

» Only use the meat probe for this specific
appliance.

1.7 Cleaning function

/A WARNING - Risk of burns!

A\ The outside of the appliance gets very hot
when the cleaning function is in progress.

» Never touch the appliance door.

» Allow the appliance to cool down.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

2 Preventing material damage

2.1 General

ATTENTION!

Objects on the cooking compartment floor at over

50 °C will cause heat to build up. The baking and

roasting times will no longer be correct and the enamel

will be damaged.

» Do not place any accessories, greaseproof paper or
foil of any kind on the cooking compartment floor.

» Only place cookware on the cooking compartment
floor if a temperature above 50 °C has been set.
Using silicone moulds or any film, covers or accessor-

ies that contain silicone could damage the baking

sensor. Damage may occur even if the baking sensor

is not active.

» Do not use silicone moulds or any film, covers or
accessories that contain silicone.

» Never place objects made of silicone in the cooking
compartment.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any water in-
side it will create steam. The change in temperature
may cause damage.

» Never pour water into the cooking compartment
when it is still hot.

» Never place cookware containing water on the
cooking compartment floor.

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking

compartment leads to corrosion.

» Allow the cooking compartment to dry after use.

» Do not keep moist food in the cooking compartment
for a long time with the door closed.

» Do not store food in the cooking compartment.

Leaving the appliance to cool down with the door open

will damage the front of neighbouring kitchen units over

time.

» Always allow the cooking compartment to cool
down with the door closed after cooking at high
temperatures.

» Take care not to trap anything in the appliance
door.



» Only leave the cooking compartment to dry with the
door open if a lot of moisture was produced during
operation.

Fruit juice dripping from the baking tray leaves stains

that cannot be removed.

» When baking very juicy fruit flans, do not pack too
much on the baking tray.

» |If possible, use the deeper universal pan.

Using oven cleaner in a hot cooking compartment

damages the enamel.

» Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.

» Remove all food remnants from the cooking com-
partment and the appliance door before you next
heat up the appliance.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no

longer close properly during operation. This may dam-

age the front of adjacent kitchen units.

» Keep the seal clean at all times.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged
or missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may

damage it.

» Do not place or hang objects on the appliance door.

» Do not place cookware or accessories on the appli-
ance door.

With certain models, accessories may scratch the door

pane when closing the appliance door.

» Always push accessories fully into the cooking com-
partment.

2.2 Steam

Follow these instructions when using the steam func-

tion.

ATTENTION!

Using cookware with rust spots may cause corrosion in

the cooking compartment. Even the smallest spots of

rust can cause corrosion.

» Do not use cookware with rust spots.

Dripping liguids make the cooking compartment floor

dirty.

» When steaming with a perforated cooking container,
always place the baking tray, the universal pan or
the unperforated cooking container underneath. This
will catch any liquid that drips down.

Hot water in the water tank may damage the steam

system.

» Only fill the water tank with cold water.

If there is water on the cooking compartment floor

when operating the appliance at temperatures above

120 °C, this will damage the enamel.

» Do not use the appliance if there is water on the
cooking compartment floor.

» Wipe away any water on the cooking compartment
floor before operation.

If descaling solution comes into contact with the control

panel or other delicate surfaces, it will damage them.

» Remove descaling solution immediately with water.

Cleaning the water tank in the dishwasher will damage

it.

» Do not clean the water tank in the dishwasher.

» Clean the water tank with a soft cloth and standard
washing-up liquid.

3.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compat-
ible and can be recycled.

» Sort the individual components by type and dispose
of them separately.

3.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less power.

Only preheat the appliance if the recipe or the recom-

mended settings tell you to do so.

= Not preheating the appliance can reduce the en-
ergy used by up to 20%.

Use dark-coloured, black-coated or enamelled baking

tins.

m These types of baking tin absorb the heat particu-
larly well.

Open the appliance door as little as possible during

operation.

= This will maintain the temperature in the cooking
compartment and eliminate the need for the appli-
ance to reheat.

When baking multiple dishes, do so in succession or

in parallel.

m The cooking compartment is heated after baking
the first dish. This reduces the baking time for the
second cake.

If the cooking time is relatively long, you can switch

the appliance off 10 minutes before the cooking time

ends.

= There will be enough residual heat to finish cooking
the dish.

Remove any accessories that are not being used from

the cooking compartment.

m Accessories that are not being used do not need to
be heated.

Allow frozen food to defrost before cooking.
= This will save the energy that would otherwise be
required to defrost it.

4.4 Touch displays

The touch displays act as both displays and controls.

The selected function is marked with a red vertical bar
on the side of the text field. The value for this is high-
lighted in white in the Display — Page 7.

The small red arrow next to the text field shows you the
function that you can scroll back to.

4.5 Control ring

You can use the control ring to change the setting val-
ues that are shown in the display and scroll in the
touch displays.

When you reach the minimum or maximum value avail-
able, this value remains in the display. If required, use
the control ring to turn the value back again.

4.6 Display

The display shows the current setting values on differ-
ent levels.

Value in the The value in the foreground is high-
foreground lighted in white.

As the cooking time counts down, one segment of
the display ring disappears every second.

Temperature display

The heating line and the residual heat indicator show
you the temperature in the cooking compartment.

Due to thermal inertia, the temperature that is displayed
may differ slightly from the actual temperature inside
the cooking compartment.

= Heating line
Once operation has started, the white line below the
temperature turns red as the cooking compartment
heats up. When you are preheating the appliance,
the optimal time to place your food in the cooking
compartment is as soon as the entire line has
turned red.
With set levels such as grill settings, the heating line
turns red immediately.

= Residual heat indicator
When the appliance is switched off, the display ring
shows the residual heat in the cooking compart-
ment. As the residual heat dissipates, the display
ring gets darker before eventually disappearing
completely.

4.7 Cooking compartment

The functions in the cooking compartment make your
appliance easier to use.

Shelf supports

The rails in the cooking compartment enable you to
place accessories at different heights.

Your appliance has three shelf positions. The shelf pos-
itions are numbered from bottom to top.

The rails are equipped with pull-out rails on one or
more levels, depending on the appliance type.

You can remove the rails, e.g. for cleaning.

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Self-cleaning surfaces

The self-cleaning surfaces in the cooking compartment
are coated with a porous, matt ceramic layer and have
a rough surface. When the appliance is in operation,
the self-cleaning surfaces absorb splashes from roast-
ing or grilling and break them down.

The following surfaces are self-cleaning:

= Back wall

= Ceiling

= Side walls

Use the cleaning function regularly to help retain the
cleaning ability of the self-cleaning surfaces and pre-
vent damage.

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Lighting

One or more oven lights illuminate the cooking com-
partment.

When you open the appliance door, the light in the
cooking compartment switches on. If the appliance
door remains open for longer than 15 minutes, the light
switches off again.

For most operating modes, the lighting is switched on
during operation. The lighting switches off again when
the operation ends.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan switches on and off depending on the
appliance's temperature. The hot air escapes above
the door.

ATTENTION!

Do not cover the ventilation slot above the appliance
door. The appliance overheats.

» Ensure that the ventilation slots are unobstructed.

To ensure that the appliance cools down more quickly
after operation, the cooling fan continues to run for a
certain period afterwards.

Appliance door

If you open the appliance door during operation, the
operation stops. When you close the appliance door,
the operation continues automatically.

6.1 Information on accessories

Some accessories are only suitable for certain types of
heating.

Steam container

The steam containers are suitable for all types of steam
heating.

The steam containers are not suitable for other types of
heating at high temperatures. The containers become
permanently discoloured and deformed.

6.2 Locking function

The locking function prevents the accessories from tilt-
ing when they are pulled out.

You can pull out the accessories approximately halfway
without them tipping. The accessories must be inserted
into the cooking compartment correctly for the tilt pro-
tection to work properly.

6.3 Sliding accessories into the cooking
compartment

Always slide the accessory into the cooking compart-
ment the right way round. This is the only way to en-
sure that accessories can be pulled out approximately
halfway without tipping.

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7 Before using for the first time

Implement the settings for the initial configuration. Calibrate the appliance. Clean the appliance and accessories.

7.1 Before using for the first time

Before using the appliance for the first time, ask your

water supplier about the hardness of your tap water. To

ensure that the appliance can reliably remind you to

descale it when required, you must set your water hard-

ness range correctly.

ATTENTION!

If the wrong water hardness has been set, the appli-

ance cannot remind you to descale it at the right time.

» Set the water hardness correctly.

Using unsuitable liquids may damage the appliance.

» Do not use distilled water, highly chlorinated tap wa-
ter (>40 mg/l) or other liquids.

» Only use cold, fresh tap water, softened water or
non-carbonated mineral water.

Malfunctions may occur when using filtered or deminer-

alised water. The appliance may request that you top

up the water tank even though it may be full, or opera-

tion with steam is cancelled after approx. two minutes.

» If required, mix filtered or demineralised water with
the bottled non-carbonated mineral water with a ra-
tio of one to one.

Tip: If you use mineral water, set the water hardness
range to "very hard". If you use mineral water, you must
only use non-carbonated mineral water.

Tip: If your tap water is very hard, we recommend that
you use softened water. If you use only softened water,
you can set your appliance to the "softened" water
hardness range.

17.1 Cleaning products

18 Cleaning function EcoClean

Use the cleaning function "EcoClean" regularly to help
retain the cleaning ability of the self-cleaning surfaces
and prevent damage.

The self-cleaning surfaces in the cooking compartment
are coated with a porous, matt ceramic layer and have
a rough surface. When the appliance is in operation,
the self-cleaning surfaces absorb splashes from roast-
ing or grilling and break them down.

18.1 Cleaning recommendation

The appliance records the type and duration of the op-
eration and, if required, recommends which cleaning
function to use.

When you switch on the appliance, a notification ap-
pears in the display stating that you should use the
cleaning function. Start the cleaning function as soon
as possible.

You can use your appliance as normal. However, the
cleaning setting appears in the display until you have
run the cleaning function in full.

Note: If the appliance is prematurely contaminated, e.g.
by greasy poultry or roasts, or if dark spots appear on
the self-cleaning surfaces, do not wait until the notifica-
tion appears in the display before you use the cleaning
functions. The more often you use the cleaning func-
tion, the longer the cleaning ability of the self-cleaning
surfaces is retained.

18.2 Preparing the appliance for the
cleaning function

In order to achieve a good cleaning result, prepare the

appliance carefully.

ATTENTION!

Using oven cleaner on the self-cleaning surfaces dam-

ages the surfaces.

» Do not use oven cleaner on the self-cleaning sur-
faces. If oven cleaner does get onto these surfaces,
dab it off immediately using water and a sponge
cloth. Do not rub the surface and do not use abras-
ive cleaning aids.

Red
stains are residues from salty food - they are not
rust.

19 Cleaning assistance

The cleaning assistance is a quick alternative for occa-
sionally cleaning the cooking compartment. The clean-
ing assistance softens dirt by vaporising the soapy wa-
ter.

If there is water in the cooking compartment when it is

hot, this may create hot steam.

19.2 Wiping down the cooking compartment

ATTENTION!

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking

compartment leads to corrosion.

» After using the cleaning assistance, wipe the cook-
ing compartment and allow it to dry completely.

Requirement: The cooking compartment must have

cooled down.

1. Open the appliance door and remove the remaining
water with an absorbent sponge cloth.

2. Clean the smooth surfaces in the cooking compart-
ment with a dish cloth or a soft brush. Remove stub-
born food remnants using a stainless steel scouring
pad.

3. Remove limescale with a cloth soaked in vinegar.
Then wipe with clean water and rub dry with a soft
cloth (including under the door seal).

4. In order to dry the cooking compartment, leave the
appliance door open in the detent position (approx.
30°) for approx. one hour.
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20 Descaling

To ensure that your appliance continues to operate cor-
rectly, it must be descaled regularly.

How frequently you need to run the descaling pro-
gramme will depend on the water hardness and how
many times you have used the steam function. The ap-
pliance indicates when only another five or fewer
steam-assisted operations are possible. If you do not
carry out the descaling, you can no longer set any op-
eration with steam.

Descaling comprises several steps and takes approx.
70-95 minutes:

m  Descaling (approx. 55-70 minutes)

m  First rinse cycle (approx. 9-12 minutes)

®m  Second rinse cycle (approx. 9—12 minutes)

For reasons of hygiene, the descaling programme must
be run in full.

If descaling is interrupted, you can no longer set any
operation. To ensure that the appliance is ready for op-
eration again, carry out two rinse cycles.

20.1 Preparing descaling

ATTENTION!

The length of time for which the descaler is left to work

is based on the recommended, liquid descaler. Other

descalers may damage the appliance.

» Only use the liquid descaler recommended by us
for the descaling programme.

If descaling solution comes into contact with the control

panel or other delicate surfaces, it will damage them.

» Remove descaling solution immediately with water.
