® in private households and in enclosed
spaces in a domestic environment.

= Up to an altitude of 4000 m above sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged
8 or over and by people who have reduced
physical, sensory or mental abilities or inad-
equate experience and/or knowledge,
provided that they are supervised or have
been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

1.4 Safe use

Always place accessories in the cooking com-
partment the right way round.

/N WARNING - Risk of fire!

Combustible objects that are left in the cook-

ing compartment may catch fire.

» Never store combustible objects in the cook-
ing compartment.

» |f smoke is emitted, the appliance must be
switched off or the plug must be pulled out
and the door must be held closed in order to
stifle any flames.

Loose food remnants, fat and meat juices may

» Before using the appliance, remove the
worst of the food residues and remnants
from the cooking compartment, heating ele-
ments and accessories.

» Never place greaseproof paper loosely over
accessories when preheating the appliance
and while cooking.

» Always cut greaseproof paper to size and
use a plate or baking tin to hold it down.

The appliance and its parts that can be

» Caution should be exercised here in order to
avoid touching heating elements.

» Young children under 8 years of age must
be kept away from the appliance.

Accessories and cookware get very hot.

» Open the appliance door carefully.

The accessible parts of the appliance become
hot during operation.

» Never touch these hot parts.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

Hot steam may escape when you open the ap-
pliance door.

1.5 Halogen bulb

When changing the bulb, the bulb socket con-

1.6 Cleaning function

/N WARNING - Risk of fire!

Loose food remnants, fat and meat juices may

catch fire when the cleaning function is in pro-

gress.

» Before you start the cleaning function, al-
ways remove coarse dirt from the cooking
compartment.

» Never clean accessories at the same time.

The outside of the appliance gets very hot

when the cleaning function is in progress.

» Never hang combustible objects, e.g. tea
towels, on the door handle.

» Leave the front of the appliance clear.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

If the door seal is damaged, a large amount of

heat is generated around the door.

» Do not scrub or remove the seal.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is
damaged or missing.

/N WARNING - Risk of serious harm to

health!

The appliance gets very hot when the cleaning

function is in progress. The non-stick coating

on baking trays and tins is destroyed and nox-

ious gases are released.

» Never clean non-stick baking trays or baking
tins using the cleaning function.

» Never clean accessories at the same time.

/N WARNING - Risk of harm to health!

The cleaning function heats up the cooking

compartment to a very high temperature so

that food left over from roasting, grilling and

baking will burn off. This process releases va-

pours, which can irritate mucous membranes.

» Keep the kitchen well ventilated while the
cleaning function is running.

» Keep children and pets away.

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2 Preventing material damage

2.1 General

ATTENTION

Alcoholic vapours may catch fire in the hot cooking

compartment and cause permanent damage to the ap-

pliance. The appliance door may spring open due to an

explosion and it may fall off. The door panels may shat-

ter and fragment. Due to the resulting negative pres-

sure, the cooking compartment may become consider-

ably deformed inwards.

» Do not heat spirits (= 15% vol.) when undiluted (e.g.
for marinating or pouring over food).

If there is water on the cooking compartment floor when

operating the appliance at temperatures above 120 °C,

this will damage the enamel.

» Do not use the appliance if there is water on the
cooking compartment floor.

» Wipe away any water on the cooking compartment
floor before operation.

Objects on the cooking compartment floor at over

50 °C will cause heat to build up. The baking and roast-

ing times will no longer be correct and the enamel will

be damaged.

» Do not place any accessories, greaseproof paper or
foil of any kind on the cooking compartment floor.

» Only place cookware on the cooking compartment
floor if a temperature under 50 °C has been set.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any water inside

it will create steam. The change in temperature may

cause damage.

» Never pour water into the cooking compartment when
it is still hot.

» Never place cookware containing water on the cook-
ing compartment floor.

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking

compartment leads to corrosion.

» Allow the cooking compartment to dry after use.

» Do not keep moist food in the cooking compartment
for a long time with the door closed.

» Do not store food in the cooking compartment.

» Take care not to trap anything in the appliance door.

Fruit juice dripping from the baking tray leaves stains

that cannot be removed.

» When baking very juicy fruit flans, do not pack too
much on the baking tray.

» If possible, use the deeper universal pan.

Using oven cleaner in a hot cooking compartment dam-

ages the enamel.

» Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.

» Remove all food remnants from the cooking compart-
ment and the appliance door before you next heat up
the appliance.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no longer

close properly during operation. This may damage the

front of adjacent kitchen units.

» Keep the seal clean at all times.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged or
missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may

damage it.

» Do not place, hang or support objects on the appli-
ance door.

» Do not place cookware or accessories on the appli-
ance door.

With certain models, accessories may scratch the door

pane when closing the appliance door.

» Always push accessories fully into the cooking com-
partment.

If aluminium foil comes into contact with the door pane,

it could cause permanent discolouration.

» Do not allow aluminium foil in the cooking compart-
ment to come into contact with the door pane.

3 Environmental protection and

3.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compatible
and can be recycled.

» Sort the individual components by type and dispose
of them separately.

3.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less power.

Only preheat the appliance if the recipe or the recom-

mended settings tell you to do so.

v Not preheating the appliance can reduce the energy
used by up to 20%.

Use dark-coloured, black-coated or enamelled baking
tins.

saving energy

v These types of baking tin absorb the heat particularly
well.

Open the appliance door as little as possible during op-

eration.

v This maintains the temperature in the cooking com-
partment and eliminates the need for the appliance to
reheat.

When baking multiple dishes, do so in succession or in

parallel.

v The cooking compartment is heated after baking the
first dish. This reduces the baking time for the sub-
sequent cakes.

For longer cooking times, you can switch the appliance

off 10 minutes before the cooking time ends.

v There is sufficient residual heat to finish cooking the
dish.

Remove any accessories that are not being used from
the cooking compartment.
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v Accessories that are not being used do not need to
be heated.

Allow frozen food to defrost before cooking.
v This saves the energy that would otherwise be re-
quired to defrost it.

Switch off the display in the basic settings.
— "Basic settings", Page 15
v Energy is saved when the display is switched off.

Note: In accordance with the EU Ecodesign Directive
2023/826, this appliance is in a different state when

switched off. This is referred to below as low power
mode.

Even when the main function is not active, the appliance
needs energy for:

= Detecting operation of the touch keys

= Monitoring door opening

= Editing the time (without display)

By definition, therefore, there is neither an “off” nor a
“standby” mode, which is why the term low power mode
is used. EN IEC 60350-1:2023 must be used to meas-
ure low power mode.

The lighting switches off again when
the operation ends.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan switches on and off depending on the
appliance's temperature. The hot air escapes above the
door.

ATTENTION

Covering the ventilation slots will cause the appliance to
overheat.

» Do not cover the ventilation slots.

To cool down the appliance and remove residual mois-
ture from the cooking compartment, the cooling fan runs
for a certain time after operation.

Note: You can change the run-on time in the basic set-
tings. If you frequently prepare very moist food or keep
it warm in the cooking compartment, set a longer run-on
time.

5.1 Types of heating

To ensure that you always find the right type of heating to cook your food, we explain the differences and applica-
tions below.
The symbols for each type of heating help you to remember them.

When you select a type of heating, the appliance suggests a suitable temperature or setting. You can use these val-

ues or change them within the specified range.

For temperature settings above 275 °C and grill setting 3, the appliance reduces the temperature to approx. 275 °C
or grill setting 1 after approx. 40 minutes.

gentle Heat is emitted from above and below.
The food is cooked in phases using residual heat. Always keep
the appliance door closed when cooking. If you open the appli-
ance door even briefly, the appliance will continue to heat without
utilising any residual heat.
This type of heating is used to measure the energy consumption
in the conventional mode.
Circulated air grilling 30 -300 °C Roast poultry, whole fish or larger pieces of meat.
The grill element and the fan switch on and off alternately. The fan
circulates the hot air around the food.
f] Full-surface grill Grill settings: Grill flat items such as steak and sausages, or make toast. Gratin-
1 =low ate food.
2 = medium The entire area below the grill element becomes hot.
3 = high
[j Centre-area grill Grill settings: Grill small quantities such as steak and sausages, or make toast.
1 =low Gratinate small quantities of food.
2 = medium The central area below the grill element becomes hot.
3 = high
Pizza setting 30-275°C Cook pizza or food that requires a lot of heat from below.

The bottom heating element and the ring-shaped heating element
in the back wall heat the cooking compartment.

Defrost 30-60°C Gently defrost frozen food.
E] Bottom heating 30-250°C Final baking or cooking food in a bain marie.

The heat is emitted from below.

5.2 Temperature

With most types of heating %, you can read the current
temperature in the cooking compartment from ap-

prox. 30 °C and the set temperature side-by-side on the
display during heating, e.g. 120|210 °C.

When you are preheating the appliance, the optimal
time to place the food in the cooking compartment is as
soon as the displayed temperature in the cooking com-
partment and the set temperature are the same.

Note: Due to thermal inertia, the temperature that is dis-
played may differ slightly from the actual temperature in-
side the cooking compartment.

Residual heat indicator

When the appliance is switched off, a red line around
the control ring indicates the residual heat in the cook-
ing compartment. The further the temperature drops, the
darker the ring. The ring goes out completely at approx.
60 °C.

6 Accessories

Use original accessories. These have been made especially for your appliance.
Note: Accessories may become deformed if they get hot. Deformation has no effect on function. As the accessory

cools down, it will regain its original shape.

6.1 Locking function

The locking function prevents the accessories from ftilt-
ing when they are pulled out.

You can pull out the accessories approximately halfway
without them tipping. The accessories must be inserted
into the cooking compartment correctly for the tilt pro-
tection to work properly.

6.2 Sliding accessories into the cooking
compartment

Always slide the accessory into the cooking compart-
ment the right way round. This is the only way to ensure
that accessories can be pulled out approximately
halfway without tipping.

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7.2 Cleaning the appliance before using it
for the first time

Before using the appliance to cook food for the first
time, you must clean the cooking compartment and ac-
cessories.

1. Remove the product information and the accessories
from the cooking compartment. Remove any leftover
packaging, such as polystyrene pellets, and any ad-
hesive tape that is in or on the appliance.

2. Wipe the smooth surfaces in the cooking compart-
ment with a soft, damp cloth.

3. Press O to switch the appliance on.

7. Once the appliance has cooled down, clean the
smooth surfaces in the cooking compartment with a
detergent solution and a dish cloth.

8. Clean the accessories thoroughly using a detergent
solution and a dish cloth or soft brush.

8.1 Switching on the appliance

8.2 Switching off the appliance

Switch your appliance off when you are not using it. The
appliance will switch itself off automatically if it is not
used for a certain period of time.

8.3 Starting the operation
You must start each operation.

If there is water on the cooking compartment floor when

operating the appliance at temperatures above 120 °C,

» Do not use the appliance if there is water on the
cooking compartment floor.

» Wipe away any water on the cooking compartment
floor before operation.

11.2 Setting options for the dishes

To cook the dishes perfectly, the appliance uses differ-
ent settings depending on the dish.

The display shows you the settings that are used. You
can adjust certain settings. Follow the instructions on
the display.

Note: The cooking result depends on the quality and
composition of the food. Use fresh and, ideally, chilled
food. Use frozen food straight from the freezer.

Tips and information about the settings

16 Cleaning and servicing

To keep your appliance working efficiently for a long
time, it is important to clean and maintain it carefully.

16.1 Cleaning products

In order to avoid damaging the various oven surfaces
on the appliance, do not use unsuitable cleaning
products.
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/N WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

An ingress of moisture can cause an electric shock.

» Do not use steam- or high-pressure cleaners to clean
the appliance.

ATTENTION

Unsuitable cleaning agents damage the surfaces of the
appliance.

» Do not use harsh or abrasive cleaning products.
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» Do not use cleaning products with a high alcohol con-
tent.

» Do not use hard scouring pads or cleaning sponges.

» Do not use any special cleaners for cleaning the ap-
pliance while it is hot.

Using oven cleaner in a hot cooking compartment dam-

ages the enamel.

» Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.

Suitable cleaning agents

Cleaning and servicing en

» Remove all food remnants from the cooking compart-
ment and the appliance door before you next heat up
the appliance.

If different cleaning agents are mixed together, there

may be a chemical reaction between these.

» Do not mix cleaning agents.

» Completely remove any cleaning agent residue.

Salt contained in new sponge cloths may damage sur-

faces.

» Wash new sponge cloths thoroughly before use.

Only use cleaning agents that are suitable for the different surfaces on your appliance.
